


OVERVIEW
1) PRESENTATION SPEECH with HANDOUT OR OTHER VISUAL AID (10 minutes max). You will also need to take 3-4 copies of your Letter to the Board into the presentation with you to introduce yourself to the judges.

2) PRODUCT—an extension of your research topic in which you create something that represents a personal achievement or do something that actually benefits the community in some clear way. You are not permitted to be in the room when this is judged, so it must be self-explanatory, and must clearly show you took at least 15 hours on it.

3) PORTFOLIO: a collection of documents that show the process you went through during the senior year portion of the project. Includes:

a. A PRODUCT PROPOSAL AND DESCRIPTION of it

b. A copy of their RESEARCH ABSTRACT and/ or PAPER
c. A LETTER TO THE BOARD 

d. A REFLECTION on the whole thing written in class the day after the Boards.
